Massage Therapy

Licensure Endorsement Requirements

For those candidates who are eligible and have secured licensure in at least one other state

General Requirements

Applicant must submit:

1. Completed application with all questions answered
2. $155 licensure fee.

3. An official license verification must be sent directly to the board office from the licensing
state and must contain the following information:

a. Method of licensure (i.e., - examination, endorsement, reciprocity, etc.).
b. Date of licensure.

c. Thatlicense was issued based on the passage of one of the following board
approved examinations:

i. National Certification Board for Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork
Examination;

ii. National Certification Examination for Therapeutic Massage;

iii. National Exam for State Licensure option administered by the National
Certification Board for Therapeutic Massage and Bodywork;

iv. The Massage and Bodywork Licensing Examination (MBLEX) administered
by the Federation of State Massage Therapy Boards.

d. Any disciplinary action. If disciplinary action has been taken against your license
please request licensing state to send directly to the board office any disciplinary
information, i.e., complaints, final orders, etc.

4. An official transcript from a massage therapy program. The transcript must contain an
original signature (or stamp), seal, etc. The program must include at a minimum 500
classroom hours.

5. Proof of completion of a three (3) hour HIV/AIDS course taken from a Florida Board
approved massage therapy school or a Florida Board approved continuing education
provider.**

6. Proof of completion of a two (2) hour Prevention of Medical Errors course taken from a
Florida Board approved massage therapy school or a Florida Board approved continuing
education provider.

7. Proof of completion of a ten (10) hour Florida Laws and Rules course, taken from a Florida
Board approved massage therapy school or a Florida Board approved continuing education
provider.
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
