Updates and Recommendations for the 2023-2024 Flu Season

According to the CDC, three flu vaccines are preferentially recommended for people 65
years and older: Fluzone High-Dose Quadrivalent vaccine, Flublok Quadrivalent recombi-
nant flu vaccine, and Fluad Quadrivalent adjuvanted flu vaccine. Based on a review of availa-
ble studies, these vaccines are potentially more effective than standard dose unadjuvanted flu vaccines
for this age group. There is no preferential recommendation for people younger than 65 years.

The composition of flu vaccines has been updated. Please visit Information for the 2023-2024
Flu Season to view the make-up of the egg-based and cell- or recombinant-based flu vaccines.

People with egg allergy may get any vaccine (egg-based or non-egg-based) that is other-
wise appropriate for their age and health status. All vaccines should be given in settings where
allergic reactions can be recognized and treated quickly.

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Week 07: February 11 - February 17

Influenza-like Ilness (ILI) is defined as fever greater than or equal to 100°F AND cough andjor sore throat in the absence of another known cause.
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ANALYSIS: During Week 07, flu reporting partners and ESSENCE (a syndromic surveillance system) reported a decrease in ILI activity for Oka-
loosa County. The percentage of ILI ED visits in Okaloosa County decreased this week (5.30% during Week 06 to 4.30% during Week 07). Flu
partners reported 69 positive rapid flu tests this week (35 Influenza A and 34 Influenza B). Qver the past three weeks, no influenza specimens
submitted to the state lab were positive. There were no ILI admissions or deaths reported by flu partners this week. No outhreaks have been
reported in the past 3 weeks. The percentage of total ILI ED visits for Week 07 is higher than that of Week 07 last year.

Note: Other respiratory syndromes can be represented by increased ILI case numbers.
