The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) has issued a Health Alert Network (HAN) Health Advisory

to inform clinicians and public health officials of an increase in global and US measles cases and to provide in Okaloosa County
guidance on measles prevention for all international travelers (aged =6 months) and all children (aged =12
months) who do not plan to travel internationally.

Epidemiology Section
Since January 1, 2024, the U.S. has already matched the total number of measles cases reported the enfire

year in 2023. Among the 58 cases reported in 2024, 54 (93%) were linked to international travel. Most cases

reported in 2024 have been among children aged 12 months and older who had not received measles-mumps- 24/7 Disease Reporfing:

Week 11: March 10 - March 16

Influenza-like Ilness (ILI) is defined as fever greater than or equal to 100°F AND cough andjor sore throat in the absence of another known cause.
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ANALYSIS: During Week 11, flu reporting partners and ESSENCE (a syndromic surveillance system) reported a decrease in ILI activity for Oka-
loosa County. The percentage of ILI ED visits in Okaloosa County decreased this week (4.22% during Week 10 to 3.94% during Week 11). Flu
partners reported 20 positive rapid flu tests this week (9 Influenza A and 11 Influenza B). Over the past three weeks, no influenza specimens
submitted to the state lab were positive. There were no ILI admissions or deaths reported by flu partners this week. No outhreaks have been
reported in the past 3 weeks. The percentage of total ILI ED visits for Week 11 is higher than that of Week 11 last year.

Note: Other respiratory syndromes can be represented by increased ILI case numbers.
