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Mark 1 Kit Use – Atropine #1

· Extend kit in front of  you.

· Grasp and pull small injector out of plastic holder with a smooth motion (marked #1) .

· Hold auto-injector with thumb and two fingers (pencil writing position)

· Do not touch the green end of the injector
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Mark 1 Kit Use-Atropine #1

· The needle will penetrate Bunker Pants.

· Sweep target area with hand to check for wallets or keys. 
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Mark 1 Kit Use-Atropine #1

· Extend atropine injector horizontally.

· With a forward motion bring it to the front lateral thigh muscle. 

· For thinly built individuals, place injector against upper part of buttocks.
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Mark 1 Kit Use-Atropine #1

· Place green end against outer thigh and push firmly until you feel the injector activate.

· Hold in place for 10 seconds (critical for full delivery of medication)

· Use Secondary site if primary site is not accessible or for additional doses as indicated by symptoms and protocol
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Placement of used Atropine Injector

· Place used Atropine injector between fingers of hand holding Mark 1 Kit.
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Pralidoxime Chloride # 2
2PAM

· Pull the large injector (marked #2) out of the clip and administer in the same manner as the Atropine injector.

· Hold firmly in place for 10 seconds.

· Rub area to distribute.
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Mark 1 Kit Use Caution

· Whether you are using an autoinjector on yourself or a coworker, always hold it like a pencil.

· Never hold your thumb over either end.

· An autoinjector will go right through your thumb, out the nail and squirt the medication all over the ceiling!
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Diazepam Autoinjector

· Hold diazepam auto-injector in front of  you

· Remove the grey safety cap by pulling it out  

· Do not touch the black end of the injector 
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Diazepam Autoinjector

· The needle will penetrate Bunker Pants.

· Sweep target area with hand to check for wallets or keys. 
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Diazepam Autoinjector

· Extend Diazepam Autoinjector horizontally.

· With a forward motion bring it to the front lateral thigh muscle. 

· For thinly built individuals, place injector against upper part of buttocks.
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Diazepam Autoinjector

· Place black end against outer thigh and push firmly until you feel the injector activate.

· Hold in place for 10 seconds (critical for full delivery of medication)

· Use Secondary site if primary site is not accessible or for additional doses as indicated by symptoms and protocol
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Diazepam Autoinjector

NOTE

· Use of diazepam is for actively seizing patients. 

· Therefore it is obviously not a self-administered medication. 

· Diazepam autoinjector should be injected only after 3 Mark 1 Kits have been injected. 
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NOTE

· Pinellas County EMS supplies Nerve Agent Antidote Kits (NAAK).

· Each kit contains:

· 3 Mark 1 Kits

· 1 Diazepam Autoinjector
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Diazepam Autoinjector 
Use Caution

· As with the Mark 1 Kits, always hold it like a pencil.

· Never hold your thumb over either end.

· An autoinjector will go right through your thumb, out the nail and squirt the medication all over the ceiling!
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
