AMENDED ADMINISTRATIVE COMPLAINT

Petitioner, Depaftment of Health, by and through undersigned
counéel, files this Amended Administrative C‘ompl‘aint before the Board of
Pharmacy against Respondent, Odewunmi Ayo-Ajayi, R.Ph., and in support
thereof alleges:

1. Pétitioner is the state department charged with regulating the
practice of pharmacy pursuant to Section 20.43, Florida Statutes; Chapter
456, Florida Statutes; and Chapter 465, Fiorida Statutes.

2. At all times material to this Amended Complaint, Respondént
was a licensed pharmacist within the state of Florida, having been issued

license number PH 35470.




3. Respondent’s addréss of record is 404. Sheridan Avenue,
#119, Miami Beach, Florida 33140.

4. At all times material to this Amended Admin'istrative Complaint,
specifically, April and May 2002, Respondent was the prescription
department manager for Medji, Inc., d/b/a 7% Avenue Pharmacy, Miami,
Florida, a community pharmacy permitted by the Florida Department of
‘Health.

5. Section 465.018, Florida Statutes (2001), provides that no
community pharmacy permit shall be issued unless a licensed pharmacist is
designated as the prescription department manager responsible for
maintaining all drug records, providing for the sécurity of the prescription
department, and following such other rules as relate to the practice of the
profession of pharmacy.

6. On or about May 8, 2002, inspectors then employed by the
Agency for Health Care Administration (now the Department of Health)
conducted an inspection of 7 Avenue Pharmacy.

7. During the inspection, the inspectors reviewed prescription

scripts for controlled substances dispensed from the pharmacy.




8.  Section 893.02(4), Florida Statutes (200'1 ), defines “controlled
substance” as any substance named or described in Schedules I-V of
Section 893.03, Florida Statutes.

9.  Section 893.04(1)(c), Florida Statutes (2001), states that on
the face of the prescription or the written record of a controlled substance
shall appear; the full name and address of the person for whom the
controlled substance is dispensed; the full name and address of the

prescribing practitioner and the practitionef’s federal controlled substance

registry number; if for an animal, the species of animal; the name of the

controlled substance prescribed and the strength, quantity, and directions
for use; the number of the prescription as recorded in the pharmacy at
which the prescription is filled; and the initials of the pharmacist filling the
prescription and the date filled.

10. During the May 2002 inspection, the inspectors took possession
of original prescription scripts for controlied substances dispensed from 7"
Avenue Pharmacy.

11. A prescription written for patient CW, for Oxycontin (a Schedule
11 controlied substance) dated April 1, 2002, did not include on the face of

the prescription the pharmacist's initials and date of filing.  The




prescription was not signed by the prescribing praditloner as required by
Section 893.04(1)(b), Florida Statutes.

12. A prescription written for patient MM, ordering Xanax (a
Schedule IV controlled substance) did not contain on the face of the
prescription: thé date that the scr'nptlwas issued by the practitioner as
required by Section 893.04(1)(b), Florida Statutes; patient MM's address;
and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.

13. A prescription written for patient TF, dated April 4, 2002,
ordering Xanax (a Schedule IV controlled substance) did not contain on the

face of the prescription: the name of the prescribing practitioner; patient

‘TF's address; and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filiing.

14. A prescription written for patient EC, dated April 4, 2002,
ordering Oxycontin (a Schedule II controlled substance) did not contain oh
the face of the prescription:‘ the name of the prescribing practitioner;
patient EC’s address; and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.

15. A prescription written for patient EC, dated April 1, 2002,
ordering Ambien (2 legend drug) did not contain on the face of the
prescription:  the name of the prescribing practitioner; patient EC's

address; and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.



16. A prescription written for patient RB, daced April 1, 2002,
brdering Xanax (a Schedule IV controlled substance) did not contain on the
face of the prescription: patient RB’s address and the pharmacist’s initials
and date of filling.

17. A prescription written for patient MM, ordering Oxycontin (a
Schedule II controlled substance) did not contain on the face of the
prescription: the date that the script was issued by the practitioner as
required by Section 893.04(1)(b), Florida Statutes; patiént MM's address;
and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.

18. A prescription written for patient TF, dated April 4, 2002,
ordering Oxycontin (a Schedule II controlled substance) did not contain on
the face of the prescription: the full name of the prescribing practitioner;
patient TF's address; and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.

19. A prescription written for patient RB, dated April 1, 2002,
ordering Oxycontin {a Schedule II controlied substance) did not contain on
the face of the prescription: the full name of the prescribing practitioner;
patient RB's address; and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.

20. A prescription written for patient LS, dated April 1, 2002,

ordering Oxycontin (a Schedule II controlied substance) did not contain on



“the face of the prescription: patient LS's address and the pharmacist’s
initials and date of filling.

21. A prescription written for patient JH, dated April 1, 2002,
ordering Oxycontin (a Schedule II controlled substance) did not contain on
the face of the prescription: the full name of the prescribing practitioner;
patient JH's address; and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.

22. A prescription written for patient OB, dated April 1, 2002,
ordering Oxycontin (2 Schedule II controlied substance) did not contain on
thé face of the prescription: the full name of the prescribing practitioner;
patient OB's address; and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.

23. A prescription written for patient RP, dated April 1, 2002,
ordering Oxycontin (a Schedule II controlled substance) did not contain on
the face of the prescription: the full name of the prescribing practitioner;
patient RP’s address; and the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.

24, A prescription written for patient DD, dated April 1, 2002,
ordering Roxicet (a Schedule II controlled substance) did not contain on
the face of the prescription the pharmacist’s initials and date of filling.

25, A prescription written for patient 5P, dated Aprit 1, 2002,

ordering Percocet (a Schedule II controlled substance) did not contain on




the face of the prescription: patient Sp’s address ...d the pharmacist’s

initials and date of filling.

6. Section 465.016(1)(e), Florida Statutes (2001), provides that

violating Chapter 499, Florida Statutes; 21 U.S.C. section 301-392; 21

U.S.C. section 821, et. seq., or Chapter 893, Florida Statutes, constitutes

grounds for disciplinary action by the Board of Pharmacy.
27. As prescription department manager for 7" Avenue Pharmacy,
Respondent is responsible for maintaining all drug records and ensuring

‘that the pharmacy complies with all rules and regulations governing the

practice of pharmacy.
28. Section 456.072(1)(k), Florida Statutes (2001), provides that

failing to perform any legal or statutory obligation placed upon a licensee

constitutes grounds for discipiinary action.

29. Respondent failed to ensure that prescriptions for controlled

substances contained all of the information required by Chapter 893,

Florida Statutes.

30. Based on his status as the prescription department manager
and the resultant legal and statutory obligation placed upon him,
Respondent has violated Chapter 465.016(1)(e), Florida Statutes (2001),

by violating Chapter 893, Florida Statutes, through a violation of Chapter

5




893.04(1), Florida Statutes (2001), by dispensing controlled substances
without ensuring that all required information was contained on the face of
the prescription or written record.

WHEREFORE, the Petitioner respectfully requests that the Board of
Pharmacy enter an order imposing one or more of the following penalties:
permanent revocation or suspension of Respondent’s license, restriction of
practice, imposition of an administrative fine, issuance of a reprimand,
placement of Respondent on probiation, corrective action, refund of fees
billed or collected, remedial education and/or any other refief that the
Board deems appropriate.
