1.   Dade Medical College, Hialeah-- Dade Medical College, Hialeah Program now has a director with an MSN, which was the only deficiency at the October Board meeting.  Program was approved by the Education Committee



2.   Central Florida College-- Program application lacking community based experiences and clinical agreements with community agencies.  General Counsel, Rachael Clark cited statute to indicate that contracts are required prior to approval.  Representatives from Central Florida appeared before the committee and indicated that they have contacted several hospitals for outpatient experiences.  Education Committee chair, Dr. McDonough explained that this does not constitute community based experiences.  Discussed possibility of having agreements with local health departments and community health centers. 3. He was then informed by the Education Committee Chair, Dr. McDonough that there is an agenda deadline, which they failed to meet. Revised RN/LPN Examination Application -- A motion was made and seconded to approve the examination application with the deletion of the variance and waiver information from the instructions. Motion passed unanimously. A motion was made and seconded to have Counsel promulgate the rule.
